Teams Will Receive $1,000 grants!

The Convergence Education Foundation (CEF) is seeking participants for a Lunar Innovative
Vehicle Design project - a dynamic engineering project for high school students from high
schools across Ohio. CEF will support five teams of ten or more students each supported by a
dedicated, certified teacher. These teams will engineer a basic box of RC Hobby rock crawler
parts in to a programmable lunar rover. The vehicle must be programmed to traverse a pre-
determined course, simulating the lunar surface while accomplishing a set of tasks. Their
success will be judged through speed and accuracy navigating this course. The second half of
the challenge will be to re-program their vehicle on-site to accomplish challenges on an
unknown terrain. The Ohio Space Grant Consortium is generously supporting this project.

Selected teams of students will participate in an orientation event to review the rules and
guidelines, receive the RC Rock Crawler and the $1,000 grant for parts, with $100 designated for
the creation of a component wherein the student teams will engage middle school students in a
hands-on introduction to the principles of their individual project.
